I is possible for two characters o
knock each other unconscious at the same time, This is
called a “double K.0.", and is treated as a loss for both char-
acters, Tf two players get a “double K.O." in the third round,
bath of their games are over. This feature ic different from
how this event is handled in some other player vs. player
fighting games, and was included with the intention of
preventing players from extending a game for long periods
by continuing to get “double K.O.'s" intentionally.

As a fight progresses, if a character i3 struck a number of
times in a certain “weak” spot, this “spot” (il may be shoul-
der pads, boots, an arm band, etc.) will begin to flash, indi-
cating the character is in danger of being stunned. If this
flashing wedh SpoL s stiuck again Lhe clothing representing
this weak spot flies off the character and the character is
suddenly helpless. He will only stand in one place, dazed,
unable to defend or attack until the dizzy spell ends {a pe-
riod lasting only a few mowents). Since a sunned fighter is
a ripc target for attack, plavers will find ways to use this
featuze to their best advantage during play.

The other controls and Teatures used to play Fighter's History
will be familiar to almost all players, as they are similar in
many ways to conirols used in other popular player vs.
plaver fighting games.
